Novak Djokovic defeats Lorenzo Musetti in a 

five sets thriller after 3 am.

Saturday night, Novak Djokovic won the best 
match of this year’s Roland Garros tennis 
tournament. He played a five-set thriller where 
he was losing two sets to one against seed 29 
Lorenzo Musetti. He managed to win the last 
two sets, which also enabled him to tie with 
former tennis player Roger Federer for most 
wins in a grand slam, at 369 wins.  

He will be facing in the next round the 23rd seed 
Francisco Cerundolo, and must reach the final if 
he wants to have a chance to keep his N°1 ATP 
ranking.  

But, on the other side, a tough opponent is 
standing: Second seed Jannick Sinner is 
guaranteed to become N°1 if he also reaches the 
final. This Sunday evening, he will be facing 
French player Corentin Moutet. 

If both Djokovic and Sinner win all their 
matches, they will play against each other in the 
final, but Sinner will become number one at the 
end of the tournament, whilst Djokovic is 
playing for a 25th Grand slam win.
