Climate Change's Time Warp: Earth's Rotation 
Altered, Clocks Affected 
 
A recent study suggests that climate change is 
altering Earth's rotation speed, potentially 
affecting timekeeping.  
Melting ice from Greenland and Antarctica is 
slowing the rotation slightly. Surprisingly, a 
"negative leap second," which was expected to be 
introduced sooner, might be delayed until 2029 
due to increased ice melt offsetting rotation 
acceleration. This 10-year delay poses a unique 
challenge to global timing systems, emphasizing 
the profound impact of climate change and the 
urgent need for action to address its effects.

Successful pig organ transplants offer hope 
to human patients 
 
Genetically modified organs such as kidneys 
and livers tend to prevent human rejection, 
which offers a way to help patients suffering 
from failed livers or kidneys. 
A 62-year-old man benefited from the latest 
xenotransplantation at Massachusetts General 
Hospital. The pig kidney used was edited, 
with multiple pig genes disabled. The first 
successful transplantation of this kind was 
performed at Xijing hospital, with a pig liver 
with added human genes to prevent rejection.

The sentencing of Sam Bankman-Fried, former 
executive chief of FTX 
 
More than one year after the collapse of FTX, a 
former cryptocurrency exchange giant, Sam 
Bankman-Fried has been sentenced to 25 years in 
prison due to fraud and money laundering. 
Meanwhile, the dust has yet to settle on FTX’s fall. 
Before the collapse, millions of dollars had been 
allocated to several altruism organizations, which 
are now being pressured to return the money and 
face legal actions. 
After its foundation in 2019, FTX was managing, 
at its peak, an annual amount of 700 billion 
dollars worth of cryptocurrency.
